ACMA's Cybersafety Outreach—Internet Safety Awarene  ss presentations for Lara Lake Primary School
Community on Tuesday 17 " November

As part of its Cybersafety Outreach program, the Australian Communications and Media Authority (ACMA), deliv-
ers free internet safety awareness presentations for parents, teachers and students. Presentations provide valu-
able information about the risks confronting children online, and offer tools and tips to help make their internet
experiences safe and positive.

Internet safety presentations cover topics including:
the ways children use the internet and emerging technologies

potential risks for children online, such as cyberbullying, illegal content, inappropriate contact, identity theft,
grooming and predatory activity

tips to help children stay safe online.

The presentation is thorough, non-technical and is conducted by Greg Gebhart, an accredited cyber-
safety trainer. Greg Gebhart is one of Australia’s leading education technologists. With more than 20
years experience in ICT and education, Greg is reco  gnised across Australia for his knowledge and pas-
sion for cybersafety education.

In 2007, Greg was awarded the Victorian ICTEV ‘Leader of the Year'. He has won many other awards that recog-
nise his contribution to technology in Australia.
